IZ – Interpole barrier. Installed 
between MCCB teminal, which 
increases the distance between 
poles to reduce the possibility of 
creepage.

PRS – Terminal cover. The ter-
minal covers are applied to the 
MCCB to prevent accidental con-
tact with live parts and thereby 
protection against direct contact.

PRS-ZB – Terminal cover for att. 
Busbar. The terminal covers are 
applied to the MCCB to prevent 
accidental contact with live parts 
and thereby protection against 
direct contact. The width is differ-
ent because of attach busbar.

SP – Solderless terminal

RO – Operating handle, breaker 
mounted. It's used when MCCB 
is installed in control centre/ 
switchboard 

RO_P – Operating handle, panel 
mounted, variable depth. This 
consists of an operating mecha-
nism mounted on the breaker, an 
operating handle mounted on 
the panel door and a square shaft 
to connect the mechanism with 
the handle.

MO – Motor operator. Enabling to switch MCCB ON or OFF remotly.
PR – Door flange. Accessory for mounting on panel door. 
ZA – Handle lock. Enables the MCCB to be padlocked in neither the ON or OFF position.

ZB – Attach busbar. Used for easier instalation on busbar systems (widen terminals).
PRO – Handle extension. Used for easier manipulation ON/OFF at bigger MCCB’s.
